Windy Rig Liaison Group – GW attended. Doug Wilson stated amount of money to be issued and that Foundation Scotland would be dealing with it.
GW has had contact today again and confirmed that he will continue to attend alongside Fiona Smith from GDT as he still has some questions on how the fund will be administered. Dalry remains committed to the money being handled on our behalf on GDT.
GDT report
AM reports: 9 communities will benefit from Windy Rig – GDT takes lead for Dalry and New Galloway and Kells. (Other communities are too far south).

GDT fund: 11 applications £194,000 requested. Decisions March 2022.

Whiteneuk: consultation ongoing – New Galloway and Dalry excluded. Encourage people to fill in response form. Morag to repost Vattenfall survey on FB. Dalry and New Galloway are currently excluded but Balmaclellan isn’t, even though they are equidistant from the site.  Community Council to request meeting with Vattenfall, Morag to liaise with AM on wording. Should benefit be front loaded for capital projects? Discuss.
Blackcraig Windfarm have now offered to guarantee two years on the trot not one year. 

GDT will be pre-publishing list of funding round dates to happen in near future. Next tranche in Autumn, out of sequence applications can be submitted where justified.
Quantans Hill – 14 turbines 200 metres tip height – planning to use responder lighting
