	3. Matters Arising
Mackilston – MP has been in touch with Highfield Forestry re the Mackilston woodland creation scheme.  They plan to submit the scheme to Scottish Forestry soon but are still in the process of talking to the site neighbours about the water supply. MP to update DC via email.
DC also still active on this but communications have been slow.
4. Police Matters

Police had already been in touch with CC in December regarding the house break in Dalry. Dalry station will be open 17th Feb 11am-12:30pm.

Police note the new technique of stealing cars using tech to connect with the car key inside people’s houses. None reported in Stewartry yet but just making us aware. Tends to be high value car. Advice: to put car keys in boxes or there is a special bag that is available on Amazon. 
Police have forwarded info about scams as they arise such a Lottery scams, tv licensing scams, etc and will continue to do so. They note that they are available for talks to community groups on latest scams, particularly older groups. 
5. Village Matters

Community Centre: MO updated - Survey still out, closes 17th Feb, results will then be analysed, with possibility of having an aligning event.
AM: Informed CC of a resident of Mid-Town who seeks permission to do garden works than will include part of pavement. C Council suggest he provides further information and progress from there. 
GSAB offices consultation 8th Feb Town Hall – Encouraging all to attend consultation sessions, JC leafleted door to door around the houses immediately around the site.
AM – MUGA Steering Group meeting monthly. Progress is being made. Intention to submit as community buy-over has been submitted and a business plan is in progress.

6. Pavements, Roads & Verges

MO noted closed road sign for 13th Feb – unclear where that refers to – possibly works for drainage.

MP asked DC if he has any info on potholes or the app. Potholes: money put aside for staff to work on potholes but that is delayed due to staff sickness. Suggests we keep reporting them and they will be fixed in due course. Council budget for next five years includes significant investment in roads, quality and staffing. DC knows nothing of the app. 

7. Planning & Housing

Retrospective permission has been granted for the new road access on to farm land at Boat Knowe. 
DC – when council become aware of a development that has not sought permission, individual is required to submit a retrospective app at higher fee, or pull down the development. Planning enforcements team will act if informed on such unpermitted developments, they would first give applicant opportunity to submit application. Not always successful. DC not familiar with this particular case though and can’t comment further.
8. Windfarms

MP went to Manquhill scoping meeting, this development is just outside Dalry boundary but still very close.  JC and MP went to Windyrig public consultation for information.

MP also sent round Cornharrow and Manquhill windfarms proposals, Cornharrow has been lodged.

Glenkens District Trust: Windyrig money should be coming in.

9. Forestry

Waterside – MP bumped into Scottish Woodlands manager and asked again about unlocking the gate, he said that once they have all their work materials off the site they will do so.  There is replanting taking place now. MP has tried to encourage the manager for decisions on community use while money is still available from Galloway Glens to support it.
Dundeugh – Public consultations on Wed 8th Carsphairn, Dalry Town Hall 10th. 

10. Microgrants, Funding & Treasurer's Update

Treasurers update (GeB) – CC current balance is £5414.69 including the £2000 that is about to be used for microgrants, with £1000 coming in from Windyrig.
