A planning application for the Biosphere offices has been lodged. Dalry CC members have looked at the site and the application, with particular reference to access and lighting as raised by a resident, as well as a concern regarding access from Underhill as the entrance is already pot-holey. Resident should be advised to lodge their concerns officially to receive the best response. 
Dalry CC would like to ensure that local contractors are used wherever possible.  Letter to be lodged with planning department indicating general support but requesting that resident concerns be satisfied before decision.

Request received from residents from Mulloch Drive – could they have a bench? Options are; could D&G Council provide; could CC buy one from available funds; could the largely unused one from the bottom of Kirkland Street be relocated.

Tree on the wires of the bridge over the river – someone did come out to look at it, probably from Southern upland Way, but couldn’t do anything so the issue is ongoing.
