	1. Matters Arising
Biosphere planning application, Graham gives outline to Maureen. A correction had been made to the previous minutes outlining general support from the CC but noting that concerns raised by the community around lighting and access should be addressed.

4. Pavements, Roads & Verges

Some potholes have been patched on the B7000 but there are a few outstanding.
Loose step and some village pothole patching has been done.

Still some big potholes remaining at the place where the road and pavement meet on Main Street. Could be a problem that it isn’t public highway and ownership is unclear.


Two queries to go to CCES:

Potholes as per above. 

Bins on Townhead Crescent not being collected because of bad parking/no turning room – two residents have tried to organise parking better the night before the bins are due.
AMcF will also raise the above and see what can be done.
Traffic calming – three cats killed on the A713 one below the school and two by the Allangibbon bridge.

CC discuss 20mph zone and/or Rumble zones. Also, some extra signage to reduce speeding in village.
Traffic management can measure to see where the most effective place to put a sign is. Andy McF to let us know who to contact.
CC to consider application to GDT for speeding signs.

6. Windfarms
Red Rock (Benbrack) recently informed local community councils that they have finalised their approach for the Benbrack community benefit fund, based on previous consultation and engagement. News eagerly awaited. Fiona Smith of GDT to meet with developer to discuss later in June.
Vattenfall (South Kyle Wind Farm) Saturday 24th June – family fun day. An event for all four communities of Patna, Dalmellington, New Cumnock and Carsphairn.
Jenna mentions Whitelee and others as good examples of windfarms open for recreation.

CC discussed how to get better access arrangements across windfarms.

7. Forestry
CC welcomes FLS holding consultation walks at Castlemaddy and Dundeugh.
New forestry scheme at Mackilston awaiting full hydrological report, will be on public register following that. MP has contacted site neighbours for update.
8. Microgrants, Funding & Treasurer's Update

Current balance is still £4224.19 Including Windyrig money

Discretionary grants coming earlier this year and more money coming from windfarms.

No spending until we know what’s happening with place plans and what finance will come from the council to help with that.
